FORT WORTH, Texas (November 24, 2025) – Performing Arts Fort Worth, the non-profit owner and 
operator of Bass Performance Hall, is pleased to announce a digital lottery for Mariachi Herencia de 
México: A Mariachi Christmas, powered by Broadway Direct. On the heels of a successful Bass Hall 
debut in 2024, the two-time Latin Grammy®-nominated ensemble taking mariachi music to new heights 
returns in a special Christmas edition of their world tour, La Nueva Generación, delivering a holiday 
concert that honors both the magic of Christmas and the cultural vibrancy of Mexico. Celebrate the 
holidays with the heartwarming sounds of Mariachi Herencia de México as they blend beloved holiday 
classics with mariachi traditions, creating an electrifying and unforgettable night of Mexican music and 
culture. A Mariachi Christmas takes the Bass Hall stage for one night only Tuesday, December 2 as part 
of the 2025-2026 Irwin Steel Popular Entertainment Series lineup, followed by an educational 
performance on Wednesday, December 3 exclusively as a part of the Children’s Education Program of 
Performing Arts Fort Worth Student Matinee offerings. 
 
The digital lottery will be open for entries Monday, December 1, from 9:00 am to 3:00 pm for the Tuesday 
evening performance, December 2. Fans who have been selected will be notified via email and can then 
purchase up to two (2) tickets at $20 each. Tickets must be purchased online using the purchase link 
within 60 minutes from the time the winner is notified. Winners who do not purchase their tickets within 
their window by the claim time listed forfeit the opportunity to purchase and a standby drawing will be 
held.

Entrants must be 18 years or older. A valid, non-expired photo ID that matches the name used to enter is 
required for pickup at Will Call at the Bass Hall Box Office one hour prior to showtime. Seat locations 
awarded by the lottery are subject to availability.

The historic tradition of mariachi music has its roots of origin in cities such as Guadalajara and Mexico 
City. As the ever-evolving genre's influence spread, it reached Chicago and birthed Mariachi Herencia 
de México. The 2x Latin Grammy®-nominated band has issued five chart-topping albums and has 
performed all across the North American continent paving the way for a new generation of mariachi 
musicians. Nuestra Herencia, their 2017 debut album, topped the Latin streaming charts and earned 
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the band their first Latin Grammy®-nomination for Best Ranchero/Mariachi Album. 2018's Herencia 
de la Tierra Mía and the two-volume series, Esencia and Esencia, Vol. 2  issued in 2019 and 2020, 
respectively, charted atop all major streaming platforms and industry charts. In 2022, Herederos 
appeared as the band were performing a wildly successful North American tour. Herederos received a 
2023 Latin Grammy® nomination for Best Ranchero/Mariachi Album. The young, virtuosic band is 
composed of 14 musicians, ages 18-32, representing a new bicultural generation in the U.S. 
 
About Performing Arts Fort Worth 
For over 25 years, the Nancy Lee and Perry R. Bass Performance Hall has been a Fort Worth icon and 
nationally distinguished performing arts venue. Built entirely with private funds, the Hall’s mission is to 
serve as a permanent home to the major performing arts organizations of Fort Worth and as a premier 
venue for other attractions to enhance the range, quality and accessibility of cultural fare available to the 
public; to promulgate arts education; and to contribute to the cultural life of Fort Worth, Tarrant County, 
and the region. 
 
Bass Performance Hall is the permanent home to the Fort Worth Symphony Orchestra, Texas Ballet 
Theater, Fort Worth Opera, the Van Cliburn International Piano Competition and the Cliburn. Each 
resident company operates independently from Performing Arts Fort Worth and manages its own 
programming schedule at Bass Hall. 
 
Performing Arts Fort Worth, the nonprofit organization that owns and operates Bass Hall, also presents 
national touring Broadway productions under the Broadway at the Bass Series presented by PNC Bank, 
as well as intimate concerts, holiday specials and family entertainment in the Irwin Steel Popular 
Entertainment Series. 
 
The 2,042-seat multipurpose Hall is characteristic of the classic European opera house form. An 80-foot 
diameter Great Dome tops the Founders Concert Theater while two 48-foot-tall angels grace the Grand 
Facade. Since the Hall opened in May 1998, the angels have become preeminent cultural icons of the 
Dallas-Fort Worth community. 
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
